EASY BABY BLANKET 
Materials required: approximately 800m worsted weight yarn and 5.0mm – 6.0mm needles.  
Gauge is not critical. 

The easiest pattern is the classic "dish cloth" pattern. 

Cast on 2 stitches. 

Row 1: Increase one stitch in each stitch (4 sts) 

Row 2 & 3: Knit 

Row 4: Slip 1, K1, yarn over, knit to end. 

Repeat row 4 until the afghan is as wide as you want it. 

Next row: Slip 1, k2tog, yarn over, k2tog, knit to end. 

Repeat last row until 4 stitches remain. 

Knit 1 row. 

Last row: K2tog twice. Pass first stitch over second. Cut yarn and fasten off. Weave in ends. 
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
